	Participation: The project involved  350 citizens, notably 170 participants from the city of  Ormož (Slovenia),  
100 participants from the city of Ivanec (Croatia), 25  participants from the city of Bytom (Poland), 25  participants from the city of Tășnad (Romania), 25  participants from the city of Irig (Serbia)


Location/ Dates: The event took place in Ormož (Slovenia) from 17. 1. 2020 to 19. 1. 2020.

Short description:  
On Friday, January 17, the project began with the opening ceremony at the Cultural Center in Ormož. At the opening ceremony, the participating partners presented themselves with short promotional videos, then the main representatives of each organization introduced their partner organizations. The ceremony was primarily aimed at getting to know each partner organizations and building solidarity. The cultural program featured students from the Ormož School of Music with traditional songs from all participating countries.
After the opening ceremony, representatives of the partner organizations attended a meeting with the Mayor of Municipality of Ormož, Danijel Vrbnjak, and discussed options for further cooperation.
Later, they joined other participants, who took part in workshops of traditional handcraft that took place in Ormož castle and museum. Five workshops were conducted at the same time; each workshop was taken over by one of the partners. Adult Education Center Ormož provided a crepe paper flowers workshop, partners from Poland provided a mosaic flower workshop, partners from Croatia prepared a gingerbread workshop, partners from Romania made bracelets in their traditional colors, partners from Serbia conducted a candle decorating workshop and presented their tradition of knitting and crocheting. The participants attended the workshops in groups consisting of all participating cities, the groups rotated during the whole time so that all participants attended every workshops. Upon registration, they also received a bag in which they could store the souvenirs they made. At the same time, a small exhibition of traditional products from every individual partner was held in the hall of the Regional Museum Ptuj-Ormož. The purpose of the workshop and the exhibition was to connect all participants, to promote intercultural dialogue, to get to know and accept different cultures and traditions and to strengthen solidarity.
On Saturday, 18 January, we continued with the presentation of the European Solidarity Unit program. The Adult Education Center Ormož has been implementing ESC (former EVS) project for three years in a row, hosting volunteers from different European countries. The purpose of the presentation was to present the program to other partners and highlight the importance and positive effects of volunteering. A panel discussion followed, where volunteers got involved by presenting their own projects. Thus, the participating organizations were given the opportunity to gain insight into the range of projects that the partners are implementing and to consider the possibility of participating in new projects. The activities were aimed at promoting greater involvement of local and European initiative participants and greater cooperation at EU level. After the morning activities, the participants had the opportunity to take a guided tour through the town of Ormož or the Regional Museum Ptuj-Ormož. At the request of the participants, we also organized a visit to the local elementary school and kindergarten.
To conclude the day, we conducted an intercultural quiz with questions related to stereotypes of partner countries. Each partner prepared five questions that the quiz participants had to answer later. We formed mixed teams, each with one representative from each organization. The quiz further contributed to increased participant engagement, intercultural dialogue, overcoming stereotypes, and provided a more relaxed atmosphere.
On Sunday, January 19, we also conducted an evaluation of the project with the representatives of partner organizations. We discussed the success of the project and examined further measures to promote solidarity, volunteering and intercultural dialogue.
Preparatory workshops were held in partner countries before the activities in Ormož. Workshops were organized for the preparation of workshops of traditional handcraft, opening presentations of individual organizations, key starting points for the panel discussion, and to formulate quiz questions for the delegations involved.

	 U projektu je sudjelovalo 350 građana, među kojima je 170 sudionika bilo iz Ormoža (Slovenija), 100 sudionika  iz Ivanca (Hrvatska), 25 sudionika iz Bytoma (Poljska), 25 sudionika iz Tșșnade (Rumunjska) i 30 sudionika iz Iriga (Srbija).
Lokacija / datum: Glavne aktivnosti projekta odvijale su se u Ormožu (Slovenija) od 17. siječnja 2020. do 19. siječnja 2020. godine.

Kratka prezentacija:
U petak, 17. siječnja, projekt je započeo svečanim otvaranjem u Domu kulture u Ormožu. Partneri su se predstavili kratkim promotivnim video uradkom svojih gradova, a predstavnici partnerskih organizacija dodatno su predstavili svoje organizacije.  Ceremonija se prvenstveno odnosila na upoznavanje partnerske organizacije i promicanje solidarnosti. U kulturnom programu nastupili su učenici Glazbene škole Ormož s pjesmama iz svih zemalja sudionica.
Nakon svečanog otvaranja predstavnici partnera prisustvovali su sastanku s gradonačelnikom Ormoža Danijelom Regrutimom i razgovarali su o mogućnostima daljnje suradnje.
Kasnije su im se pridružili i ostali sudionici, koji su sudjelovali u radionicama izrade tradicionalnih proizvoda održanima u prostorijama dvorca Ormož i muzeja Ormož. Istodobno je vođeno pet radionica, a svaku  radionica vodio je jedan od partnera. Narodno sveučilište Ormož organiziralo je radionicu za izradu krep papira, partneri iz Poljske vodili su radionicu izrade keramičkog cvijeća u obliku mozaika, partneri iz Hrvatske pripremili su radionicu izrade srca s predavanja, partneri iz Rumunjske izrađivali su narukvice na njihov tradicionalni način , a partneri iz Srbije vodili su radionicu izrade svijeća i predstavili su svoju tradiciju pletenja.  Sudionici su prisustvovali radionicama u skupinama, a iste su činili pripadnici svih zemalja partnera. Grupe su se izmjenjivale tako da su svi sudionici prisustvovali svim radionicama. Pri registraciji su primili i torbu u u koju su mogli pohraniti suvenire koje su napravili. Istovremeno je u prostorijama Muzeja Ormož organizirana  manja izložba s tradicionalnim proizvodima iz pojedinih zemalja. Svrha radionice i izložbe bilo je povezivanje svih sudionika, promicanje interkulturalnog dijaloga, upoznavanje i prihvaćanje različitih kultura, tradicije i solidarnosti.
U subotu, 18. siječnja, nastavili smo s predstavljanjem programa Europske snage solidarnosti.  Svrha prezentacije bila je predstavljanje programa ostalim partnerima te istaknuti važnost i pozitivne učinke volontiranja.
Uslijedila je panel diskusija u koju su se uključili volonteri predstavljajući vlastite projekte. Tako su sudionici imali  priliku vidjeti  niz projekata koje partneri provode i razmotriti mogućnosti izrade novih projekata. Cilj  je potaknuti veće uključivanje lokalnih sudionika i europska inicijativa i veća suradnju na razini EU. Nakon jutarnjeg rada, polaznici su imali priliku razgledati  grad Ormož ili Pokrajinski muzej Ptuj-Ormož. Neki od sudionika posjetili su osnovnu školu i dječji vrtić.  
Za kraj dana, organiziran je  interkulturalni kviz s pitanjima koja se odnose na stereotipe zemalja partnera. Svaki partner pripremio je pet pitanja na koja su odgovarali sudionici. Bili su formirani mješoviti timovi, na način da je u svakom timu sudjelovao po jedan predstavnik. Kvizom je potaknuto sudjelovanje predstavnika organizacija, međukulturalni dijalog, upoznavanje, prevladavanje stereotipa i bolja atmosfera. 
U nedjelju, 19. siječnja, provedena je evaluacija projekta s predstavnicima partnerskih organizacija u obliku intervjua. Evaluacijom se peocijenilo da je projekt bio uspješan i raspravljalo se o daljnjim koracima ka promicanju solidarnosti, volontiranja i interkulturalnog dijaloga.
Prije aktivnosti u Ormožu održane su pripremne radionice u partnerskim zemljama  gdje su se kreirala pitanja za interkulturalni kviz. 
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
